Portrattens magi ligger ofta i hur de férmedlar den avbil-
dade personens djupare karaktar eller framtoning, i stal-
let for att bara fokusera pa den yttre dimensionen.

Who is Roger Broo?
12.4.-8.9.

Roger Broo (1945-2017) served as the administrative direc-
tor of Abo Academy, left an indelible mark as a cultural in-
fluencer, and was a devoted art collector, among other
roles. Broo's spouse, the scholar and professor Harriet Silius,
generously donated a significant portion of their art collec-
tion to the Abo Academy Foundation, part of which is now
on display in our museum. The exhibition showcases works
by several contemporary artists, including local talents from
Ostrobothnia such as Paula Blafieldt, Dan Holm, and Carina
Granlund.

"Who is Roger Broo?" is a question that artist Carina
Granlund grappled with through numerous sketches while
creating a commissioned portrait of the art collector.
Granlund's portraits from 2005 to 2006 not only depict Broo
but also herself, offering insights into the portrait-making
process.

The artist emphasizes Broo's genuine interest in art and
artists' work. Granlund's works delve into portraying various
emotional states and the slightly comic aspects of our reali-

ty.
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What impression of Roger Broo emerges from these por-
traits?

The magic of portraits often lies in how they convey the
subject's deeper character or image, rather than merely
focusing on external appearances. While photographs
nowadays provide a quick and convenient way to capture
people's looks, hand-drawn portraits can convey the sub-
ject's inner essence more sensitively and diversely.

Portrait

If you were to describe yourself without depicting your
external features, what would your approach be? How
would you portray a family member or acquaintance? The
use of colour could be a crucial aspect of this process —
would you want to emphasize a particular mood or trait,
or create an abstract interpretation? Sometimes, omitting
colours can add depth or mystique to a picture, allowing
viewers to form their own interpretations.

Granlund's portraits serve as an excellent example of how
an artist can convey a subject's personality without di-
rectly depicting their external features.

The most important aspect of portraits is not how accu-
rately they depict external features, but how they evoke
emotions, thoughts, and understanding of the subject in
the viewer. Every interpretation is valid.
